All Residents’ primary parking spaces are the two spaces inside their garage.

Parking spaces in the Courts are to be shared by both Court Residents and Guests of Residents.

Either a Resident or their Guest may park in a Court parking space, but not two (2) Court parking spaces at the same time.

A Court Resident may not park in two (2) Court parking spaces at the same time.

Court parking is alowed for twenty-four (24) consecutive hoursin any approved space.
